*A $5.00 fee will be added to the due amount for
each 7 days tuition is unpaid after the first of the
month.

All classes meet from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

A child must be 3 years old to enroll and must be
potty trained.

Monthly newsletters are sent home to keep parents
informed of school happenings.
